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Ba�ovany vznikli ako zhmotnenie dobových úvah o ideálnom meste, ktorým 20. storočie mimo-

riadne prialo. Do budúcnosti zah�adení moderní architekti a urbanisti celé storočie produko-

vali vízie lepšieho sveta. Poprední predstavitelia európskej avantgardy ako Tony Garnier (Une

cité industrielle, 1917), Le Corbusier (Plan Voisin, 1925) či Nikolaj Mi�utin (Socgorod, 1930)

navrhovali nové modely �udských sídel. Tieto mali vznika� z jediného opodstatneného dôvo-

du, ktorým bola priemyselná výroba. Ideálne mesto bolo v predstavách modernistov rozdelené

na samostatné funkčné celky vyhradené práci, bývaniu či rekreácii. Tak sa mal odstráni�

negatívny vplyv výroby na bývanie či zabezpeči� nerušený oddych po práci. Úsilie architektov

však smerovalo �alej k ozdraveniu vz�ahov v spoločnosti k modelovaniu lepšieho života mo-

derného človeka.

Aj v Ba�ovych zlínskych ateliéroch sa už od polovice tridsiatych rokov zaoberali myšlienkou

ideálneho priemyselného mesta. Zatia� čo väčšina avantgardy nemala možnos� svoje vízie 

v praxi uplatni�, projektanti Ba�ovej kancelárie realizovali moderné sny rýchlo a v širokom me-

radle. Nahromadili tak množstvo teoretických poznatkov i rad praktických skúseností. V roku

1937 dokonca pripravili na vydanie knihu Ideální průmyslové město, ktorá však nikdy nevyšla.

Napriek tomu boli pod�a zásad v nej formulovaných navrhnuté tri satelity Ba�ovho koncernu -

Ba�ovany, Zruč nad Sázavou a Sezimovo Ústí (obe v Českej republike).

K�účovou osobnos�ou v procese prípravy regulačného plánu pre Ba�ovany bol Jiří Voženílek.

Regulačný plán mesta, pod�a ktorého sa v roku 1939 začalo stava�, vychádzal z ideálneho

plánu priemyselného mesta pre 5.000 až 15.000 obyvate�ov, ktorým sa Voženílek zaoberal už

predtým. Základom priestorového usporiadania mesta bolo členenie jednotlivých funkcií do

relatívne samostatných celkov v závislosti od svetových strán a smeru prevládajúcich vetrov 

a uvo�nená zástavba solitérov. Areál továrne sa rozprestieral na severnom okraji mesta. Od

ostatnej zástavby ho odde�oval pás dopravy a zelene. Súčasne však bol s hlavným verejným

priestorom - Námestím práce - spojený širokou komunikáciou, tzv. promenádou. Námestie

práce predstavovalo hlavnú kompozičnú i symbolickú os mesta. Tiahlo sa v západo-východ-

nom smere a lemovali ho verejné stavby ako spoločenský dom, radnica, kino, obchodný dom,

školy, internáty a kostol. Po oboch stranách námestia sa rozprestierali obytné štvrte - štvr�

samostatne stojacich rodinných domov, resp. dvojdomov a štvr� radových domov a bytoviek.

Obytné domy boli usporiadané tak, aby maximálne využívali južnú orientáciu. Južný okraj

mesta tvoril areál športovísk - štadión, kúpalisko. Neoddelite�nou súčas�ou priestorovej kon-

cepcie bola zeleň, v duchu Ba�ovej predstavy "továreň a mesto v záhradách". Väčšinu

Námestia práce predstavoval mestský park. Aj ostatná zástavba sa vo�ne rozkladala v zeleni,

bez ohraničenia pozemkov. Ba�ovany-Partizánske si dodnes zachovalo ráz záhradného

mesta. Regulačný plán Ba�ovian nieko�ko krát mierne modifikovali, pričom uvažovali so

zabratím rôzne ve�kého územia pre novú zástavbu. Budovatelia mesta sa však Voženílkovej

predstavy pridŕžali až do šes�desiatych rokov.

Ba�ovany was created as a materialization of the then concepts of an ideal town that were significant-

ly favored throughout the entire 20th century. For the entire 100 years, future-focused architects and

town-planners produced visions of a better world. Renowned representatives of the European Avant-

garde as Tony Garnier (Une cité industrielle, 1917), Le Corbusier (Plan Voisin, 1925) or Nikolaj Mi�utin

(Socgorod, 1930) designed new models of human communities. They were supposed to be created

because of one well-founded reason, including industrial production. The modernists' visions divided the

ideal town into autonomous functional units devoted to work, housing or recreation. This concept was

supposed to eliminate the industry's negative effects on housing and to secure undisturbed relax after

work. The architects' efforts were, however, directed continuously towards revitalization of social relations

and to modeling of a better life for modern people.

Ba�a architectural studio in Zlín was working on the concept of ideal industrial town since the mid-

dle of the 1930, too. Most Avant-garde architects of that time had no opportunity to implement their

visions in practice. However, the planners of this Ba�a office realized modern dreams instantly and in 

a large scale. They collected many pieces of theoretical knowledge and practical experiences as well.

In 1937, they even wrote a book named The Ideal Industrial Town. However, it has never been pub-

lished. Despite this fact, three satellite towns of Ba�a plants, including Ba�ovany, Zruč nad Sázavou and

Sezimovo Ústí (the last two are in the Czech Republic), were designed in accordance with the book's

principles. Jiří Voženílek was the key person in a preparation process of the general plan of Ba�ovany.

Serving as construction guidelines in 1939, the town's plan was based on an ideal layout for an indus-

trial town with 5,000 to 15,000 inhabitants that had been elaborated by Voženílek before. The town's

spatial layout was based on dividing individual functions into relatively autonomous units, depending

on cardinal points or prevailing wind directions. Another typical feature involved a lose build-up of soli-

taires. The plant's area was spread on the northern boundary of the town, being separated from other

build-up by a traffic corridor and vegetation. At the same time, it was linked with the main public place

- Námestie práce (Labor Square) - via a broad street, the so-called promenade. The square represen-

ted the town's main compositional and symbolical axis. It wandered in a west-east direction, framed by

public structures, including a community house, the town hall, cinema, department store, schools, dor-

mitories and a church. Residential quarters were located on the square' both sides, including a quarter

with solitaire family houses, semi-detached houses, a quarter with row houses and blocks of flats. The

houses were positioned in order to utilize maximum of the southern direction. The town's southern part

comprised of a sporting area with a public bath and a stadium. Vegatation was an inevitable part of

the town's spatial concept in accordance with Ba�a's vision of "a plant and a town in gardens". An urban

park covered a major area of the Labor Square. The rest of the build-up was freely distributed in vege-

tation without borders between individual sites. Ba�ovany-Partizánske has preserved its character of 

a garden town until today. Ba�ovany's general plan has been slightly modified several times. Plans to

use differently large areas for a new build-up have been considered. However, the town's architects

respected Voženílek's vision up to the 1960s.
