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BATOVANY-PARTIZANSKE

BYVANIE / LIVING IIl.

BLIZSIE K TRADICII
CLOSER TO TRADITION

Vacsinu Bafovian-Partizdnskeho projektovali a stavali uZ v rokoch 2. svetovej vojny. V krajindch
pod nemeckym a talianskym politickym vplyvom sa v tomto obdobi postupne presadzovali
architektonické vzory pochddzajice z tychto centier. Konzervativna na romdansku tradiciu orien-
tovand obytnd architektdra Nemecka ovplyvnila aj rdz bytovej vystavby v Bafovanoch. Rodinné
domy mali valbové strechy (Zodpovedalo to stavebnym predpisom slovenského 5tatu.), obluky
nad vstupom a drevené okenice &i ozdobné detaily, pripominajice v&éSmi architektaru “Blut
und Boden” nez zlinsky modernizmus. Tdto tendencia sa tu prejavila pravdepodobne z dvoch
ddvodov. Na jednej strane to bol vplyv kultdrnej politiky slovenského stdtu, na druhej strane
posobenie nemeckého vplyvu priamo vo vedeni Bafovej zlinskej centrdly. Novy nemecky ria-
ditel' Miesbach nabddal batovskych architektov aby nenavrhovali “bol'sevické ani amerikénske
projekty” a dokonca pre nich zorganizoval exkurziu s ciefom ukdzaf im tu spravnu nemecko
architektGru." Istd Glohu mohla pri pozitivnom naladeni Batovian ku konzervativnym formdam
zohrat aj poloha mesta v bezprostrednej blizkosti Nemcami osidleného Hauerlandu.

Most houses in Batovany-Partizdnske were designed and built in the years of WWII. Countries under
German or ltalian political influences gradually pursued architectural models coming from these centers.
The residential architecture of Germany, conservative and oriented on a Romanesque tradition, influ-
enced the character of Bafovany's residential build-up. Family houses had saddle roofs in accordance
with the state’s construction regulations, arcs above entrance doors, wooden shutters, or decoration
details responding more to “Blut und Boden” architecture than to the modernity of Zlin. This tendency
appeared here perhaps due to two reasons. On one hand, there was the influence of the Slovak State’s
cultural policy. On the other, the management of Bata’'s headquarters in Zlin was under direct German
influence. Its new German director Miesbach motivated Bata’s architects to not design “Bolshevik or
American projects”. He even organized an excursion in order to show them the right German architec-
ture.! A position of Batovany in an immediate proximity of Hauerland inhabited by Germans could play
some role in the town'’s positive attitude towards conservative forms.
